Information for Contributors to IRPA

Manuscripts submitted for consideration generally should not exceed 5,000 words. An electronic copy should be sent to the editorial office (IRPA@kapa21.or.kr). The paper will undergo a triple-blind review process. Once a manuscript is accepted for publication in IRPA, authors will be asked to provide a final copy in the from of a word-processing file (MS-Word preferred). Manuscripts should be prepared as follows:

Cover sheet and text: The cover sheet should have the title of the manuscript, authors’ names. affiliations, mailing addresses, fax numbers and e-mail addreesses. For each author, a short biographical sketch of less than 50 words should be also included on the cover sheet. The first page of the manuscript itself should only contain the title of the manuscript and an abstract of less than 150 words. Please do not put the author(s) name(s) or affiliations on the first page. IRPA follows the The Chicago Manual of Style, 14th edition. All material should be double-spaced, on one side of the page only, with margins of one-and-a-half inches.

Notes and reference: All notes should be placed at the end of the text, with a heading, “Notes.” Do not use footnotes. In the text, when citing other works, use a parenthetical reference style, which supplies the author’s surname, date of publication, and page number(s). Some examples are:

According to Smith (1998: 23)....

(Banister et al., 1995: 14)

(Rogers, 1991: 31; Rogers, 1993: 58).

All works cited in the text should be listed alphabetically according to authors’ surnames in the “References” section, which should be placed after the endnotes. For details on reference styles please refer to The Chicago Manual of Style. Some examples are:

For books or works within an edited book:

and Local Officials. Oxford: Oxford University.

Holzer, Marc. 1995. “The Public Productivity Challenge.” In The Enduring Challengees in Public Management: Surviving and Excelling in a Changing World, edited by Arie Halachmi and Geert Bouckaert. San Francisco: Jossey-Bass.

For journal articles:

Mayer, Alan D. and James B. Goes. 1988. “Organizational Assimilation of Innovations: A Multilevel Contextual Analysis.” Academy of Management Journal 31(4): 897-923.

For newspaper articles:

Orr, Elaine L. 1989. Facing Up to the Nation’s Impending Housing Crisis. PA TIMES, 22 September.

Book reviews: Book reviews generally should be three to five double-spaced pages, unless several books are being reviewed. As with other manuscripts, authors of book reviews should provide a brief biographical sketch of themselves. List the book(s) under review at the head of the manuscript. Include author, title, publisher, date, number of page, price and type of edition. Some examples are:

N. Joseph Cayer & Louis F. Weshler, Public Administraton: Social Change and Adaptive Management (New York: ST. Martin’s Press, 1988), 159 pp.; US$16.00 paper.
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
